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Introduction

ACS Software, Inc., offers a low cost service to implement a solution that ensures synchronization of AutoEDMS with your AutoCAD drawings' titleblock data.  The result is the elimination of human error while synchronizing AutoEDMS Form records with drawing titleblocks.  It ensures your AutoEDMS database will always reflect the most current information from your AutoCAD drawings.

This solution has no limits on the number of users, the number of Forms, the number of supported titleblocks, etc.  

About This Document

This document includes a worksheet you can fill-out to tell us information about your Forms, your titleblocks and the execution points for AutoEDMS database/AutoCAD drawing synchronization.  This  solution depends on the following factors:

1) Your titleblock information is maintained in block tags.

2) The name of the blocks and tags are known - see Drawings Using Non-Standard Blocks below.

Drawings Using Non-Standard Blocks

It is very common for drawings to contain blocks that are not “known”, i.e., blocks that do not adhere to the company standards.  We will refer to these blocks as non-standard blocks.

This solution includes a very powerful feature to help identify these “dirty” drawings for subsequent correction.  

Required Information 

The following information will be needed in order to provide an accurate quote and workplan:

· Number of  AutoEDMS Forms to be synchronized 

· Number of titleblock designs

· Synchronization activation points

a) Manual trigger points (toolbar buttons, etc.)

(1) Single record

(2) Batch (not available with AutoEDMS 6.0)
b) Automated trigger points

(1) Workflow check-in

(2) Workflow in-route steps

Project Scope

The size or scope of this project is determined by the total number of configurations needed.  As each titleblock requires a unique configuration for each Form, the scope of the project is defined by the number of titleblocks multiplied by the number of Forms:

Synchronization points

Manual Methods:

(Example) We'd like to use a toolbar button to synchronize titleblock data for a given record.  We would also like to use the AutoEDMS Navigator to synchronize data for a group of files that we select in batch.

Synchronization Status Fields

When AutoEDMS processes drawings for titleblock synchronization, it can identify “dirty” drawings that do not contain the selected block and/or attribute tags.  It can then flag the AutoEDMS database record so you can locate the non-standard drawings.
